Broder Kapelle, led by clarinetist Itzikl Kramtweiss, was a popular band on the Philadelphia
klezmer scene. Kramtweiss had a rougher sound than that of either Brandwein or Tarras, but was
exciting nonetheless. Moshe Beregovski, and fellow Soviet Yiddish folklorist Itzik Fefer, collected
and published a similar tune in their "Yidishe Folkslider" (Kiev, 1938).
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
