 Lord Lovat spent the last six Months previous to his being apprehended, chiefly in the House  of Tho.s Fraser Esq.r of Gorthleck, the Editors maternal
Grandfather, where he had his only Interview  with Prince Charles after his defeat, and not at Castleduny, as mentioned in the Culloden  Papers. His residence
there, or elsewhere, rendered the Place for the time, the Focus of the  Rebellion, and brought a concourse of Visitors, of all descriptions friendly to the cause;
but  chiefly, men of the best talents and address, not likely to commit themselves, if intercepted, ___  These, who were of course entertained according to the
manner of the times, naturally joined  in narrative and Song, & this considerably added to the many opportunities which the original  Compiler of these
